Venomous Reptiles and Amphibians

The black mamba or bendroasipis polylepis is the second most venomous snake in the world, next to the sea
crate. Itis so venomous it can kill a human in 15 minutes. Olive to grey in color the black mamba is named due
to the blue-black color of its mouth. It is the fastest snake in the world and has been recorded at 12.5 mph. It is
about 14 feet long and lives in southern and eastern Africa.

The spitting cobra is known for its poisonous spit. They are the third most poisonous snake in the world next to
the black mamba. They are often nervous and are highly strung. They are about 1.5 meters long and are found in
Asia.

The golden poison dart frog (phyllobates terribilis) is the most poisonous frog in the world. Named for its golden
hue, it lives of the coast of Columbia.
